FORWARD
The continuous erosion of the creative base of the economy comprised in the entertainment, publishing, information technology, media and allied industries have been traced to the prevalence of piracy. The loss to copyright piracy alone, apart from other forms of infringement and sources of unpaid royalties due to copyright owners, is staggering. This amount represents lost investment in the economy, unpaid remuneration of right owners and the unrealized revenue that could have accrued to government for the development of the economy and the provision of necessary incentives to practitioners in the copyright industries. In a bid to reverse this unacceptable trend the Nigerian Copyright Commission conceptualized the Strategic Action against Piracy (STRAP), which was launched in May 2005. STRAP is a sustainable anti-piracy campaign for effective protection against piracy and all forms of intellectual property theft in concert with stakeholders in the copyright-based industries. 
There is a nexus between the 7-Point Agenda of Government and protection of copyright. The promotion of copyright protection spurs economic development. A sound copyright regime facilitates the transfer of technology and distribution of trade and services among nations; it also encourages domestic innovation and commitment to research. Benefits reaped from new creations encourage the expenditure of additional resources, which leads to further innovation. In the process new jobs and industries are created. Indeed, the protection of copyright is a necessary condition for attracting and sustaining national as well as foreign investments. This position is reinforced by the fact that bilateral or regional trade and investment agreements between developed and developing countries often include mutual commitments to implement Intellectual Property regimes (including copyright) that reflect international standard. Report on studies conducted among multinationals corporations in some developed countries shows that a virile intellectual property protection system encourages the movement of investment and industry from the developed to the developing economies. Studies commissioned by the World Intellectual property Organisation and other national Intellectual Property offices have showed that copyright make very significant contributions to the Gross Domestic Product of many countries. In such countries, copyright-based industries are in the forefront of generating foreign exchange through sales and exports, raking in billions of dollars. 

A combined survey by the United Nations Industrial Development Organisation (UNIDO) and the Manufacturers Association of Nigeria on the structure of non-fuel manufacturing in Nigeria in 2002, contained in Report No 36483-NG, Nigeria Competitiveness and Growth of September 20, 2006 , UK DFID, indicated that the value added to the economy by Intellectual property-based industries ( including copyright) such as textiles, apparel and leather; paper and publishing; and chemicals and pharmaceuticals stood at US$473million with 376,000 employment generated. Copyright industries supply the intellectual raw material for education and instruction in general and have helped bring about dramatic increases in productivity through aiding the creation of information-based products like desk-top publishing softwares, electronic mail or sophisticated computer databases. In deed, most countries have an enormous range of requirement for computer software applications in their manufacturing industries, aviation, financial institutions, education, telecommunications, hospitals, schools and government offices. Copyright play an important role in the development of tourism industries by ensuring rewards through exclusive rights over copying and distribution of cultural properties. The biodiversity resources, traditional knowledge and folklore are major tourist attractions raking in millions of dollars in some countries, particularly in developing countries. 

This report, STRAP 2, is a follow up to STRAP 1, which chronicled the report of the first one year of STRAP (May 2005 –April 2006). STRAP 2 covered efforts made by the Commission in the second year of launch of STRAP (June 2006 –May 2007) and is an improvement on STRAP 1.  It covered both enforcement and administration of rights activities of the Commission unlike the STRAP 1, which looked at only enforcement. The STRAP 2 report also captured the activities at the Head Office and all the Zonal Offices of the Commission different from the STRAP 1 that dwelt on few Zonal Offices that engaged in enforcement activities. Similarly, in contrast to STRAP 1, the STRAP 2 compared the Commission’s enforcement performance as recorded in the STRAP 1, with the enforcement performance in STRAP 2 as well as compared the enforcement and administration of rights performance of the various Zonal Offices of the Commission, using tables and graphs. In addition, unlike STRAP 1, STRAP 2 contains list of abbreviations; textboxes that explained certain things for ease of understanding; and speeches made at the public presentation of the Copyright Optical Discs Plants Regulation on 3rd April, 2007.
Some of the milestones achieved by the Commission during the implementation of STRAP 2 are the delisting of Nigeria from any of the United States of America Special 301 Lists of countries that are not seriously addressing intellectual property piracy and counterfeiting and the public presentation of the Copyright Optical Discs Plants Regulation by the Honourable Attorney-General of the Federation and Minister of Justice, Chief Bayo Ojo, SAN. The Regulation seeks to address the problem of Optical Discs Piracy from the point of production.
It is my pleasure to present this report of the Second Year of Enforcement and Administration of Rights under the Strategic Action Against Piracy (STRAP 2). It is hoped that practitioners in the copyright-based industries, researchers and the general public will find the report useful.

AN ADDRESS BY THE HONOURABLE ATTORNEY GENERAL OF THE FEDERATION AND MINISTER OF JUSTICE, CHIEF BAYO OJO, SAN, AT THE OCCASION OF THE PUBLIC PRESENTATION OF THE COPYRIGHT (OPTICAL DISCS PLANTS) REGULATIONS 2006 HELD AT SHERATON HOTEL AND TOWERS, ABUJA,  APRIL 3, 2007.

PROTOCOL

It is a pleasure for me to address this important gathering on yet another significant milestone for the Nigerian Copyright Commission and the entire copyright community. As you are all aware, this gathering is meant to usher in a new regime of copyright regulation as it pertains to the production, duplication and importation of optical discs in Nigeria. 

The Nigerian Copyright Commission, an agency under the supervision of my Ministry has over the years adopted various strategies to fight the scourge of piracy in Nigeria. For those who have been following the activities of the Commission, you will readily recall the launch of the Strategic Action Against Piracy (STRAP) initiative of the Commission in May 2005 by Mr. President. That initiative has served as the vehicle for mobilizing right owners, regulatory agencies and enforcement officials to wage a relentless war against piracy. The regulation which is being presented today is one of the strategies that evolved from the STRAP platform to address what appeared to be a new concern in the copyright industry. 

Optical discs as you will agree are today the predominant medium of embodying copyright works especially in the software, musical and film industries. With the benefit of experience, it has been observed that the optical discs manufacturing and duplication outfits play an important role in the production and dissemination of the aforementioned copyright works. The Commission therefore thought it necessary to put in place a regulatory regime to identify these sources of copyright products and monitor their activities to forestall any illegal dealing. Pursuant to its powers under section 37 (4) of the Copyright Act 1990, as amended, the Commission presented before me the draft Copyright (Optical Discs Plants) Regulations seeking my consent to issue same. After a careful consideration and taking cognizance of the need to sustain the ongoing effort at ridding the country of illegal exploitation of intellectual property works, I granted my consent accordingly, and today, I feel particularly honoured to be invited by the Commission to present this important regulation to the copyright community and the public.

The Copyright (Optical Discs Plants) Regulations 2006 requires all persons involved in the manufacture of optical discs or the production parts; or importation and exportation of optical discs, production parts, raw materials, or manufacturing equipment to be registered by the Nigerian Copyright Commission prior to engaging in such businesses. The registration is contingent upon an undertaking from the registered person to comply with the provisions of the regulations and not to violate any copyright or neighbouring rights, or any other intellectual property rights. Similarly, persons carrying on the business of commercial optical discs duplication, namely, the recording of copyrighted materials owned by others onto recordable optical discs are required to register with the Commission prior to engaging in such duplication giving the names and addresses of the responsible persons and addresses of the premises at which the duplication will take place. 

The rationale for the above provisions is to enable the Commission to keep track of all persons engaged in manufacturing, duplicating and importation of optical discs in Nigeria, with the aim of entrenching high standards of copyright practice amongst such persons, and detecting and tracing the sources of any pirated or unauthorized products.

From my reading of the regulations, it does appear that the critical elements therein are provisions to guaranty effective monitoring of compliance. Firstly, registered persons are expected to keep certain books and make periodic returns on their activities as may be determined by the Commission. They are also required to keep samples of optical discs produced by them for a certain period and make them available for inspection by Commission’s officials at any given time. In addition to the foregoing, there are provisions in the regulations for use of personal identification numbers, manufacturing codes, and where necessary source identification code by licensees. The false application of a manufacturer’s code is not only prohibited but made an offence under the regulations.

Registered persons have a duty to cooperate with officials of the Commission during inspection of their plants or premises by providing the necessary records and promptly advising of, and providing access to all optical discs, production parts, raw materials and manufacturing equipment, whether such items are located in or outside the licensed premises.

The reason for these elaborate provisions is to create an environment where the business of optical discs production is carried out in a transparent manner. It is also expected that the provisions will be advantageous to each operator of a plant in terms of enabling them to monitor the distribution of their products, and forestall attempts at counterfeiting by underground operators, if any.

I must hasten to point out that this regulation, unlike most others earlier issued by the Commission, contains penal provisions in the nature of administrative measures like revocation of licence, suspension of licence, or refusal to renew a licence as well as punitive measures like fines and imprisonment. The need for such far-reaching provisions cannot be overemphasized given the experiences of the Commission in the fight against piracy. A regulation that lacks such enforcement mechanism may best be observed in the breach. 

There is no gainsaying the fact that Nigerian authors and producers of creative works have been subjected to the most tortuous ordeal in recent times owing to the indiscriminate poaching of their works by pirates. There is hardly any sector of the creative community that has been spared the harrowing experience of wanton misappropriation of their creative products. The Federal Government is deeply concerned with this negative trend. In spite of the continuing effort of our agencies to combat this ill, piracy has continued to evolve in most intractable manner thus denying our creators the full benefit of their creative genius. They are impoverished and not encouraged to task their ingenuity for greater productivity. We have lost many investment opportunities by foreign multinationals in the copyright sector to other African countries owing to what is often perceived as the unencouraging and weak regulatory copyright regime in Nigeria. This is certainly a serious blow on Nigeria’s image project and indeed government’s policy on attracting foreign investment in all the sectors of the nation’s economy.

Information available to government indicates that some Nigerians collaborate with foreigners to destroy the fortunes of our esteemed creators. I wish to use this opportunity to emphasize that government will no longer tolerate a situation where the creative ability of our citizens is being frustrated. In the last one year, the Nigerian Copyright Commission has conducted not less than 400 anti-piracy raids nationwide and several arrests and prosecution were recorded. I have taken a particular interest in monitoring this development not only in my capacity as the Commission’s supervising Minister, but also as the Chief Law Officer of the Federation to ensure that the laws of the land are duly enforced. I have directed the Commission to intensify its present war against piracy. Raids on suspected pirate outlets will continue at a more frequent rate. There will be no respite for pirates and it is no longer business as usual.

I wish to advise all persons involved in copyright businesses to ensure that such businesses are carried on in line with the dictates of the law. For those whose operations are going to be affected by this new regulation; it is necessary for you to cooperate with the Commission to ensure that the underlying objective of this regulation is achieved. The regulation as it were is not meant to stifle the growth of your industry but to protect genuine operators and encourage sound copyright practice for the mutual benefit of creators and investors in the copyright sector. I am particularly impressed by the antecedence of this regulation, as I have been briefed by the Director General of the Commission that the issuance of the regulation was preceded by two years of constructive engagement, consultation and dialogue between the Commission and the affected industry. The regulations therefore have taken into account the various interests and dynamics of the operations of the optical discs plants and other persons affected by the regulations. This synergy is highly commendable and recommended for all regulatory agencies who are involved in the process of delegated and subsidiary legislation.

I thank all those who have contributed in various ways to the anti-piracy programmes of the Commission. I must single out for special mention, the Nigeria Police for facilitating the success of the Commission’s recent nationwide anti-piracy raids. Even though the Commission’s Copyright Inspectors are said to have powers equivalent to that of the Police, this power cannot be fully realized within the current realities of the Commission’s facilities. Consequently, the Commission will continue to rely on the support of the Police and other enforcement agencies whose collaboration is necessary for the full implementation of the Commission’s mandate. Government is also making arrangements to further equip and enhance the capacity of the Commission to perform optimally.

I urge all copyright owners and stakeholders in the copyright sector to support the Nigerian Copyright Commission and collaborate with it in evolving better strategies of improving the fortunes of the creative industries. It is pertinent to always bear in mind that copyright being a proprietary right is essentially a private right, and therefore places on the owners of such right the primary obligation of monitoring and enforcing respect of such rights. Our Copyright Act contains liberal provisions to support private enforcement initiatives. I want to encourage right owners to always seek judicial remedies when their rights are infringed rather than resort to self-help or other extra judicial measures which may result in breach of the peace. It is by so doing that the optimum benefit of the copyright system can be obtained.

Products of creativity remain the only true legacy of our nation, which will outlast all other so called natural resources. We all have a collective duty to harness these resources to empower our citizens in every facet of life so that they can contribute meaningfully to national development. As I have said in many instances, the Federal government remains irrevocably committed to ensuring that right owners in the copyright sector receive due returns to their investment of talent, time and resources. It is for such reason that we are gathered here today to rollout this very important regulation which hopefully will change the entire ethos and operational realities in the copyright productive sector.

Ladies and gentlemen, it is now my honour to present to you the Copyright (Optical Disc Plants) Regulations 2006.

PROTOCOLS

I dare say that the Honourable Minister’s choice as the Special Guest of Honour for this event is not accidental or fortuitous especially considering the fact that he is saddled with the responsibility for nurturing and developing one of the flagships of the Nigerian copyright sector, the film industry as represented by Nollywood. We salute the work of the Federal Ministry of Information in constantly seeking to encourage and stimulate the growth of this nascent industry through its various policy rejuvenating drive.

I also welcome all our special guests, my colleagues Chief Executive Officers of other government agencies and in particular, our keynote speaker, the Executive Chairman of the Economic and Financial Crimes Commission, Mallam Nuhu Ribadu, who was approached only few days to this event, and accepted to be here to add his courageous voice to our collective cry against piracy. You will, no doubt agree that piracy is one of Nigeria’s thriving economic crimes.  
As we are aware, intellectual production is an important component for nation building. The copyright regime exists as a stimulant to creative production and by extension paves way for access to the worldwide resources of knowledge which is necessary for advancement in various sectors of the nation’s life. The need for the protection of these creative products cannot therefore be overemphasized. The Copyright Law which guarantees the right of creators ensures that those who toil to produce for the benefit of the society are given a chance to enjoy the fruit of their creative endeavours. Such protection furnishes the incentive for further creation and by and large enriches the society. This is why the enforcement of the copyright law remains an important factor in nation building.
The Copyright (Optical Disc Plants) Regulation 2006 which is being presented today is one of the efforts of the Commission to check piracy especially from the point of production (and importation) of creative works. The experiences of the Commission revealed that piracy of copyright works has increased with the establishment of many domestic optical discs manufacturing and duplicating facilities within the last ten years. This is mainly due to the unregulated environment of such businesses which paved the way for influx of some unscrupulous businessmen operating amorphously but doing incalculable damages to the products of our local authors and creators. Ten years ago, Nigeria reportedly had only two optical discs plants. This increased to five within four years interval. As at today, there are about 14 such plants with varying productive capacities in Lagos area alone. This is not surprising as the position of Nigeria as the most populous black nation in Africa makes it an investment haven, and even more so in the area of arts and entertainment where Nigeria is hugely endowed.

The new regulation is to enable the Commission to keep track of all persons engaged in manufacturing, duplicating importing and exporting of Optical Disc in Nigeria, with the aim of entrenching high standards of Copyright practice amongst such persons, detecting and tracing the sources of any pirated or unauthorized products, and punishing infractions perpetrated in the course of such businesses. It is one of the strategies articulated within the ambit of the STRAP initiative of the Commission.

Permit me to mention that by this new regulatory initiative of the Commission, Nigeria has joined the few countries of the world with a statutory framework to regulate activities of the emerging optical discs technology sector. It is particularly interesting to note that the preparatory work prior to the issuance of the regulation benefited from informed input of experts on anti-piracy issues, renown international organizations as well as local optical disc manufacturers group. 

The essence of the event of today is therefore not only to underscore this pioneering initiative but also to generate appropriate public attention and seek the support of stakeholders in the copyright community to ensure the success of its implementation. Copies of the regulation have been printed into a booklet form to facilitate its availability to stakeholders. Also an information guideline on the regulation has been put together for the benefit of stakeholders, who may wish to know at a glance what the regulation is about, and their respective obligations and benefits there under.

Let me assure our distinguished guest here present and especially the Honourable Attorney General of the Federation that all is set to implement this new regulation. Provision has been made to receive and treat applications from stakeholders who will be seeking either fresh registration or regularization of their operations in line with the regulations. We shall, all the same continue to solicit and count on all your supports towards achieving the goals of this and other initiatives of the Commission.

Once again, I thank our distinguished guest for finding time to grace this occasion, and wish you all a happy event.

INTRODUCTION 

The Nigerian Copyright Commission was established as the sole Government agency responsible for copyright administration in Nigeria, sequel to the Copyright Decree No. 47 of 1988, later codified as the Copyright Act Chapter 68 Laws of the Federation of Nigeria 1990. As a result of the amendments to the law [Copyright (Amendment Decree No.98) of 1992 and the Copyright (Amendment Decree No.42) of 1999], the Commission’s statutory mandate was enlarged to cover administration, enforcement, regulation and protection of copyright in Nigeria. The works protected under the Copyright Act in Nigeria are broadly classified into Literary works, Musical works, Artistic works, Sound Recordings, Broadcasts, Performances and Expression of Folklore.

One of the most important aspects of growth and development of any business organisation and by extrapolation any nation, is the capacity of the human capital to invent new products, develop new ways of doing things or improve on the existing methods of production. All these are driven by creativity or information and communication technology. The goal of copyright law is to encourage creativity, and most countries of the world strive towards this goal knowing that the world is increasingly moving in the direction of knowledge-based economy. With a population of over 130 million people and burgeoning film and music industry Nigeria has huge creative potentials and could become an investor’s haven in the area of copyright protected products, if the copyright-based industries are provided with the enabling environment. One of the most realistic ways to encourage the copyright-based industries is to aggressively combat piracy, the greatest enemy of creativity. Determined to do this, the Nigerian Copyright Commission conceptualized and launched the Strategic Action Against Piracy (STRAP) on May 3, 2005 as a practical initiative to stem the tide of piracy in the country. 
This write-up is a follow-up to the STRAP 1, Vol. 1 Report and was improved to cover the enforcement and administration of rights activities of the Commission in the second year of STRAP. The report also compares the Commission’s enforcement performance as recorded in the STRAP 1, Vol. 1 Report (May 2005 – April 2006) with the enforcement performance in the current STRAP report (June 2006 – May 2007).

UNDERSTANDING STRAP

Meaning of STRAP

Strategic Action Against Piracy (STRAP) is a national anti-piracy campaign initiated by the Nigerian Copyright Commission to ensure effective protection of creative works against piracy and all forms of intellectual property theft. Creative or copyright protected works comprise books, music and movie products like CDs, VCDs, DVDs, cassette and video tapes, and computer software, among others. STRAP is also a proactive and sustainable anti-piracy campaign initiative created to reinvigorate public and private sector collaboration in the fight against piracy. It was inspired by the current need for change and the creation of vibrant copyright–based industries that will yield maximum returns on investment to creators, investors and the economy. 
For the Nigerian Copyright Commission, STRAP represents a deep determination to make creativity a worthwhile venture in Nigeria for national prosperity. It signals a strong expression by Government that Nigeria can no longer accommodate this group of economic saboteurs. It is a clarion call to every well meaning Nigerian and corporate organization particularly those within the copyright industries to realize that piracy must be stamped out for creativity to thrive as an engine for development in the country. STRAP is basically a platform to be used by all stakeholders in realizing the dream of stemming the tide of piracy and creating an environment conducive for sustainable growth and wealth creation for creators, investors and the nation.
2.2   Objectives of STRAP

STRAP was designed to achieve the following objectives:
i. to combat all forms of piracy of music, film, software, books and all other protected works in order to create jobs, reduce    

   poverty and sustain our cultural heritage.
ii. to create an environment conducive for copyright protection for all categories of works.

iii. to empower local industries, create opportunities for legitimate distribution of protected works and attract foreign         investment.

iv. through a sustained campaign, to restore the image of Nigeria as a country that upholds the ideals of creativity and abhors international crimes.

v.   to promote the virtue of hard work, industry and the culture of respect for creativity among Nigerians while facilitating the desirable attitudinal change by transforming people’s hitherto passive mindset into a supportive disposition for creativity and the fight against piracy.

vi.     to encourage the integration of a copyright perspective into national development strategies.

vii.    to substantially raise awareness on piracy and other copyright abuses among Nigerians in the urban and rural areas.

The Components of STRAP 

The Strategic Action Against Piracy (STRAP) is driven by three main components designed to achieve its objectives, namely: public enlightenment; administration of rights; and enforcement.

This involves embarking on a sustained and aggressive anti-piracy public enlightenment programme using a multi media approach, namely, electronic, print and outdoor awareness campaign.

ENFORCEMENT/ADMINISTRATION OF RIGHTS ACTIVITIES IN THE SECOND YEAR OF STRAP
In analyzing the enforcement and administration of rights activities of the Commission, certain indicators were identified as tools of analyses, namely:

1. number of raids ; 
2. seizures(description and quantity)
3. estimated market value of seized items; 
4. number of arrest(s);

This report covers the enforcement and administration of rights activities of the Commission from June 2006 to May 2007. Data gathered on the aforementioned key indices based on the Commission’s enforcement and administration of rights activities for the period under review are presented hereunder in a quarterly template and subsequently analyzed. 
3.1
Data Presentation and Analysis
The analysis is firstly done on a quarterly basis using a quarterly template containing data on enforcement and administration of rights activities gathered from the Commission’s 13 Offices nationwide. The analysis is also done on an annual basis taking into consideration the period from June 2006 to May 2007, that is, the second year after the launch of the Commission’s Strategic Action Against Piracy (STRAP). The analysis is thereafter presented in quarterly and annual summarries as well as presented in a chart. A comparison is also made between the relevant results of this Report and STRAP 1, Vol. 1 Report (May 2005 – May 2006). 

In order to avoid ambiguity, the seized items were classified into books; audio cassettes (AC), CDs, VCDs, DVDs; software and contrivances. Contrivances refer to those items that pirates use in the process of perpetrating their illegal activities. Some items referred to as contrivances in this report are: VHS/CD/VCD/DVD recording machine or player; computer system; generating set; stabilizer; television set; amplifier; rental register; digital colour monitor; CD writer and equalizer etc.
3.2
Analyses of Data on the Enforcement and Administration of Rights Activities on Quarterly Basis
The analyses of the enforcement and administration of rights activities of the Commission using the aforesaid key enforcement indicators are presented hereunder. In this report, standardized values are used to arrive at the estimated market values of books, AC, CDs, VCDs, DVDs, softwares and contrivances.

	The Copyright Notification Scheme is a process whereby an author of a copyright work or a right owner notifies the Commission through filling and returning of appropriate form, that he is the creator or owner of copyright in a particular work. In order to forestall deceptive applications, those who wish to apply for copyright notification are required to declare the authenticity of the facts stated in their application before a Commissioner of Oaths and attach the affidavit to the application form before submission to the Commission. Forms for the Notification exercise are obtainable at the Commission’s offices nationwide.

Every author of works protected under the Copyright Act needs to get involved in the Copyright Notification Scheme because of the following reasons: 
· It provides prima facie evidence on the date of creation, existence and authorship of a work.

· It enables works to be showcased to the world through the website of the Nigerian Copyright Commission.

· It enhances the marketability of rights subsisting in the work as it ascribes some level of authenticity to notified works. 

· It eases the process of securing licenses for use of right(s) subsisting in a work by furnishing rights management information on ownership of right(s) to the general public.
· It qualifies a work to be included in the Nigerian Copyright Commission’s database of authors and their works in Nigeria.

	The Video Rental Regulations was made in 1999 in accordance with the provisions of the law empowering the Commission to regulate the operations of any business that involves the production, public exhibition, hiring or rental of video film. It is a punishable offence to commercially exploit a local or foreign film comprised in a video/VCD by loaning, hiring, or renting without authorization of the owner of the Copyright in that film. Under the Video Rental Scheme, all video/VCD rental businesses are expected to apply to the Nigerian Copyright Commission for accreditation and any film producer who wishes to partake in the scheme is required to produce prescribed rental copies of the film.

Why the Regulations?

· Unregulated rental of video films frustrates producers of the work and gradually destroys the film industry.

· It promises to protect the future of film industry.

· It ensures that only credible business outfits engage in video rentals and discourages the proliferation of unserious video rental outlets.

	CLAMP is a dispute mediation mechanism whereby a case of infringement could be settled out of court between two parties. It was introduced by the Nigerian Copyright Commission under the STRAP campaign. Under CLAMP the Commission encourages out of court settlement where it was considered that such action would leave the right owner better off than going through the long process of litigation in the law court. This has however been pursued without downplaying the need to ensure that pirates are made to face the full brunt of the law. This mechanism was introduced because the essence of the copyright law is predominantly to ensure that authors of creative works derive maximum benefit from the fruits of their labour.

COPYRIGHT OPTICAL DISCS PLANTS SCHEME

	The Copyright Optical Discs Plants Scheme was introduced by the Nigerian Copyright Commission sequel to the Copyright (Optical Discs Plants) Regulations. The Copyright (Optical Discs Plants) Regulations was publicly presented to the stakeholders in the copyright-based industries and the general public on April 3, 2007 by the Honourable Attorney-General of the Federation and Minister of Justice, Chief Bayo Ojo, SAN. The Optical Disc Manufacturing Plants Scheme is a regulatory system that aims to monitor the operations of all local optical discs manufacturers and replicating plants in Nigeria as well as import of such products in order to forestall any illegal production and distribution of the products. Under this Scheme, all persons involved in the manufacture of optical disc or the production or importation and exportation of optical discs, production parts, raw materials, or manufacturing equipment (e.g. audio and video cassettes; CDs; VCDs; and DVDs) are expected to obtain a license from the Commission to engage in such activities.  On being registered, the outfits are enjoined to maintain appropriate records of the works they produce in line with the provision of Section 13 of the Copyright Act. The registration is also expected to allocate them special security identification numbers, which must be incorporated in the works they produce before they are released into the market.

COMPARISON OF COMMISSION’S ENFORCEMENT PERFORMANCE IN STRAP 1 REPORT (MAY 
2005 – APRIL 2006) AND STRAP 2 REPORT (JUNE 2006 – MAY 2007)

The fiscal year for the STRAP 1 Report should ideally be June 2005 to May 2006. However, the Report was referred to as May 2005 to April 2006 in order to capture some skeletal enforcement activities that took place in late May 2005. Therefore, our subsequent fiscal year for STRAP Report shall be June 1 to May 31 of subsequent years. The comparison of the two reports is based only on the following enforcement indicators: Raids, Seizures, Market Value of Seized Items, Arrests, Prosecution, Inspections, and CLAMP. This is because other indicators (Convictions, Copyright Notification, Video Rental, Public Destruction of Confiscated products and Optical Discs Plants) contained in STRAP 2 Report were not captured in STRAP 1 Report.

RAIDS
47 raids were carried out in May 2005 – April 2006 against 68 raids carried out in June 2006 – May 2007. This represents 44.7% increase in the number of raids carried out by the Commission.
SEIZURES (QUANTITY) 
6,293,123 numbers of assorted pirated products were removed by the Commission from markets across the country during anti-piracy operations for the period May 2005 – April 2006. On the other hand, 1,468, 899 pirated products were removed from markets for the period June 2006 – May 2007, representing 76.7% decrease in the quantity of seizures in the last STRAP fiscal year.

MARKET VALUE OF SEIZED ITEMS

The market value of seized items for May 2005 – April 2006 stood at N1, 993,506,700 while for June 2006 – May 2007, it was N373, 284,200. This indicates an 81.3% decrease from the result of the previous STRAP fiscal year.
ARRESTS
The number of suspected pirates arrested during anti-piracy operations for the period May 2005 – April 2006 was 161 and for June 2006 – May 2007, it was 212. This means a 31.7 % increase in the number of suspected pirates arrested by the Commission in the current STRAP fiscal year.

PROSECUTIONs
Analysis of STRAP 1 and STRAP 2 Reports indicated that whereas 6 prosecutions were instituted by the Commission from May 2005 – April 2006, 9 was instituted from June 2006 – May 2007. This reflects a 50% increase from previous STRAP fiscal year.

INSPECTIONS
In the period May 2005 – April 2006, 70 inspections were carried out, 69 of them were inspections of works publishers are expected to keep under the law. The remaining 1 was on inspection of a replicating plant. In June 2006 – May 2007, 87 inspections were carried out, 80 reflected inspections of registers of works of publishers and 7 were inspections of replicating plants. This indicates a 24.3% increase in the number of inspections carried out by the Commission in the current STRAP fiscal year.

COPYRIGHT LITIGATION ASSISTANCE & MEDIATION PROGRAMME (CLAMP)

Data from STRAP 1 Report showed that 2 cases were settled under CLAMP while STRAP 2 Report indicated that 9 cases were settled under CLAMP. This shows a 350% increase in the number of cases settled under CLAMP within the current STRAP fiscal year.
Unlike the STRAP 1 Vol. 1 Report, all the offices of the Commission including the Head Office (with the exception of Ilorin Office) were active in the enforcement and administration of rights activities. What can be strikingly deduced from this Report is that there was increase in the Commission’s enforcement performance in the areas of raids, arrests, prosecutions instituted, inspections conducted and cases settled under CLAMP in the current STRAP fiscal year (June 2006 – May 2007) as against the performance recorded in the STRAP 1. However, the Commission recorded a decrease in its enforcement performance in terms of quantity of seizures and market value of seized items.  See appendix 2 and 3 for tabular representation of the comparison of the Commission’s overall enforcement performance on STRAP 1 and STRAP 2 reports and the same comparison focusing on the Commission’s Offices respectively.
7.
CONCLUSION
The enforcement and administration of rights indicators analyzed in this report undoubtedly shows the vigor with which the Commission is executing the campaign to rid the country of piracy and counterfeiting. More than anything else it is a pointer that the fight against one of the greatest enemies of creativity and investment (piracy) is being won. An eloquent testimony to this was the delisting of Nigeria from the Special 301 Lists of countries that are not seriously addressing piracy and counterfeiting by the United States of America in the first quarter of year 2007. 
In spite of the overwhelming success recorded in the second year of STRAP launch as shown in this report, there is still room for improvement. One key factor that will drive this improvement is more funding of the Commission as these enforcement and administration of rights activities are capital intensive. With increasing collaboration among enforcement agencies and upsurge on the level of awareness on piracy among top Government functionaries and right owners, the years ahead promise to be even tougher for pirates and other poachers of intellectual property works.
